Getting to Glasgow

By Air

Glasgow Airport is 7 miles (11km) from Glasgow.  A 
frequent bus service runs from the airport to the city 
(approximately 15-20 minute journey time).

Prestwick Airport is 32 miles (52km) from Glasgow 
City Centre.  A frequent train service runs from the 
airport to the city (approximately 50 minute journey

Taxis and rental vehicles are available for hire at both 
Glasgow and Prestwick Airports.

By Rail

Glasgow has two rail terminals: Queen Street Station 
and Central Station.  Both operate services to all 
major cities in the UK.  There are frequent services to 
Edinburgh (40-50 minutes) and to London 
(approximately 5 hours).  The College is a 10-15 
minute walk from both Central and Queen Street 
stations.

By Bus

Glasgow’s main bus terminus is Buchanan Street 
Bus Station, which is about a 15 minute walk to the 
College.
